MAKEOVER REUBENS

SLAW RECIPE:

2  TBSP WHITE VINEGAR  
1 TBSP OLIVE OIL

½ TSP CARAWAY SEEDS

1/8 TSP SALT

2 CUPS FINELY SHREDDED CABBAGE    DASH PEPPER
Whisk all other ingredients together and when well mixed, add cabbage and toss well.
CHEESE SAUCE:

1 TBSP FLOUR

¾ CUP COLD MILK

In a saucepan, whisk flour and milk until smooth. Bring to a boil, stirring constantly 1 to 2 minutes until thick. Stir in the following items to make sauce.

½ CUP SHREDDED BABY SWISS CHEESE

1  TSP SWEET PICKLE RELISH

2 TSP KETCHUP

1/8 TSP PAPRIKA
ASSEMBLY:
4 SLICES MARBLE RYE BREAD

2 TSP OLIVE OIL

10 OZ DELI MEAT -  BE CREATIVE, YOU CAN USE CORNED BEEF, ROAST BEEF, TURKEY OR HAM, OR MIX THE MEATS!
Place bread slices on baking sheet and brush both sides with oil.  Broil 4 to 6” from heat for 45 to 60 seconds each side, until golden.  Layer meat & broil 1 to 2 minutes longer, till heated.  Top with cheese sauce & slaw!  Enjoy!
