My dear friends, 

I give thanks to the Lord for your generosity in serving at the Food Pantry ministry, and in giving food to share.  This month will be our fourth straight month of hosting the Food Pantry distribution; in March the distribution will move to St. John Vianney Roman Catholic Church.   

Last year, in January 2017, the food pantry served 188 families. This year, in January 2018, the food pantry served 264 families!  That is a 40% increase year-over-year.   We give thanks to the Lord for the abundance of food we have had to share with those in need.  We have yet to run out.   We pray there wasn’t such a huge need in our community, but still, God provides.  God is giving them their food in due season.     

We ask that if you can, to please continue to fill the shopping cart in the coat room with food for those in need.  We also need your prayers—that God would continue to bless this ministry and help us do our best to serve, sustain, and grow the food pantry ministry as needed, in cooperation with the other churches in the Conemaugh Ministerium.

Thank you for sharing your bread!  Thank you for sharing your time!  The Lord is filling us with His Grace, a surprising, overwhelming grace.   Strengthen us O Lord, to serve those who are hungry in the community.  And let us all long for and hunger for the true bread of heaven, Your Son Jesus Christ.   All this we pray in Jesus’ name.  Amen.
